What happened?
1818
Illinois Became the 21st State Illinois was incorporated into the United States on December 3rd, 1818 from the relatively short-lived Illinois Territory. The State's capital had remained Kaskaskia until it was changed to Vandalia and Springfield. It had received statehood despite being below the federally stipulated population of 60,000. It had been helped by Nathaniel Pope's influence in Washington.
1820
Maine Becomes the 23rd state, Maine was an enclave of Massachusetts until 1820, when as a result of the growing population and a political agreement regarding slavery, it became the 23rd state on March 15 under the Missouri Compromise.

1830
Indian Removal Act, The Removal Act signed into law by President Andrew Jackson on May 26th , 1830. The act paved the way for the reluctant—and often forcible—emigration of tens of thousands of American Indians to the West.

1840
First Postage Stamp Under a number of reforms proposed by Sir Rowland Hill including a standard price for sending a letter (prior to this, it was the person who received the letter who paid how much was due depending on weight and distance traveled). In 1840, the first stamp is issued which featured a black and white portrait of Queen Victoria costing one penny (more often referred to as the "Penny Black").
1850
California became The 31st state of the United States of America, Following the defeat of Mexico in the Mexican-American War and settlers rebelling against Mexican rule during the Bear Flag Revolt (1846). California is sold to the United States in 1848 , just two years later due to its large size (third-largest state in the United States in size) and population it becomes the 31st State.
1870
Prussia war against France culminates in Siege of Paris
1880
Tahiti, Originally discovered by the Royal Navy it was also visited by James Cook (in 1769) and William Bligh (in 1788). Its earliest European settlers helped the Pomare family achieve a rulership over the island. These settlers have brought Christianity with them, and the Pomares ruled until Pomare V gave it to France (after which it became a French colony).
